Europe Scheme

You can spend three months abroad at the end of your second year, undertaking a
research project in Switzerland, Croatia or the Czech Republic. Alternatively, you could
study modules taught in English for four months at a university in the Netherlands at the
start of your third year.

How to apply

Applications are made in the first term of your second year at Lancaster. Places can be
competitive, so we will expect you to have achieved good grades in your first year studies.

Study Abroad

All of our degree schemes offer you the opportunity to broaden your academic horizons
by spending your second year studying abroad in either North America or Australia.
You'll study similar modules to those available in Lancaster, but the year abroad will also
provide you with an understanding of a different culture and society.
